Meeting seeks to bridge
ethnic differences

Polarization between Norwegians and
Sami in Troms addressed through dialogue

he auspicious date of Friday
the 13th had no effect on the
positive outcome of the me-
eting between Troms county
public officers and Sami organizations.
The four hour meeting's goal was to
bridge gaps and promote education and
dialogue between ethnicities in Tromsg
and the surrounding areas, especially af-
ter the recent tension surrounding Sami
language use in the district.

“It was a good meeting because everyone
was agreeing on more education, more
cooperation,” says Ketil Lenert Hansen,
a participant in the meeting who con-
ducts research on Sami health issues at
University of Tromsg.

Need for dialogue

Polarization between Sami and Norwe-
gians within the same community is
not the way anyone wants to proceed in
addressing sensitive issues, even when
views differ. Anger, misunderstanding,
and a lack of understanding between
the groups has already produced some
negative consequences.

One representative of the Sami Family
Network stated that their organization
has seen some instances of conflicts
between Norwegian and Sami children
in schools - which they attribute to the
recent clashes on Sami issues in local
media.

“Children should not feel pressures be-
cause of their Sami ethnicity,” says Han-
sen. “Its not healthy for them.”

Overall, the meeting's 30+ participants
seemed pleased with the outcome of
the meeting. The mayor of Tromsg, Jens
Johan Hjort, was very satisfied with the
meeting, and stated that he felt hed lear-
ned a lot and has high expectations for
how this might affect the situation for
Sami people here.

Wide variety of topics

Everything from issues of Sami elderly
populations to Sami preschools were
discussed during this meeting. Some
participants, such as Hansen, spoke abo-
ut health issues of Sami people in Troms
county, while others expressed concern
that Sami language is somewhat of an
afterthought within the curriculum of
public schools. There were many sug-
gestions on how to make Sami issues and
activities more accessible to the Tromsg
public. Ideas ranged from a website do-
cumenting all Sami activities in the area,
to special training courses for public ser-
vice providers on Sami health and living
conditions, to creating a cultural festival
in Tromsg that would highlight Sami
culture and promote education.

Overall, the meeting allowed for impor-
tant actors in the Tromsg cultural and
political community to get together
and brainstorm on how to improve the
community for everyone. The goal is to
move away from the aggression that has
shown itself during recent months and
into a genuine collaboration between
the two groups.
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Dark statistics of rapes

The Women's comittee of the UN has criticized Norway for not bringing

enough rape cases to the court. The politicians failed to do what they pro-
mised and gave rapists a green light .

le Gunnar Solheim, founder
and the leader of the Amnes-

says that much more could
have been done to protect affected and
future victims of the rape on the natio-
nal level.

- Last year about 1,077 women went to
the police and reported rape. Amnesty
International, however, estimated that
there are between 8,000 and 16,000 wo-
men being raped in Norway each year.
The first important thing police have to
focus on is to find out how many rapes
really happen in Norway, and why more
people are not reporting rape. A plan
addressing this problem is required.
Therefore, it is good that the UN noticed
this huge issue, pointed at our country
and criticized the way we deal with the
rape cases, says Solheim.

Prejudice towards victims

A research study in Denmark has docu-
mented that police have certain prejudi-
ces when it comes to victims of a rape.
Is Norway maybe on the same page as
Denmark? Should there be any cam-
paigns that would encourage women
report rapes?

- We have seen an increase in registered
reports of rapes the last five years. It has
been almost 20% in 2011. However, rape
issues should generally be taken more
seriously. The resources should increase.
Units that specialize in rape cases must
be in place. More effort should be put
into following up on rape cases, on rai-
sing charges and bringing people to jus-

tice, explains Gunnar.

Help to cope

Every woman who gets rape needs to be
strong and get free psychological help to
recover mentally. Solheim nevertheless
explains:

- You do not need to be strong, meaning
tough, to go to court. The system should
be made so you do not have to be afraid
to press charges. It is now mostly up the
victims to open a case help to convict the
perpetrator.

Despite the raise in registered reports of
rapes, the numbers of women coming to

the police is still too low. Al estimated
that only 20% of the rapes in Tromsg
were reported. What is the explanation
of this?

- This 20% implies to women who were
attacked outside in a dark alley by a
complete stranger. However, the truth
is that most of the rapes happen with
friends, family, somebody the woman
knew from before. It is much harder to
recieve attention on what goes behind
the walls. People find these cases much
more difficult to talk about, explains Sol-
heim.

Focus on Tromse

Solheim thinks that the protective mea-
sures taken in Tromsg town are quite
satisfactory.

- Tromsp kommune has a plan to deal
with rape issues. Not every town has
such special plans. In addition there are
Natteravene (Nightravens) who help
drunk women, or people generally, to get
safely in taxis and head home. All the
organizations of Tromsg work together
and Al is happy about it. As I emphasi-
zed earlier, it is good that we are a target
of the UN criticism right now and that
they said that what is happening here
is outrageous. We just have to hope the
system is on our side and implement
rape issues into the curricula.

Aladeokin is a student of Peace and
Conflict Transformation and is current-
ly working on his master's thesis about
non-violent communication. However,
he wanted a bit more within his studies.
Therefore, he decided to take initiative
and write an e-mail to the US Institute
of Peace to ask whether they can accept
him for few days of internship. He wai-
ted for the answer for nine long months
during which he consecutively sent
many other e-mails to the Institute.

The D-Day came after all and Aladeokin
was told to come to the US to spend a
week at the Institute.

- They do not usually reply to students.
The Institute is mostly visited by go-
vernmental members and diplomats.
The invitation meant more than I could
ask for. They asked me to write a rese-
arch paper that could be published by
their journal, while all I originally wan-
ted was to collect data and information
for my own research, says Aladeokin.

A heavily guarded place

The US Institute of Peace is an indepen-
dent, nonpartisan conflict management
center created by Congress to prevent
and mitigate international conflict wit-
hout resorting to violence. USIP works
to save lives, increase the government's
ability to deal with conflicts before they
escalate, reduce government costs, and
enhance national security. The institute
has different departments that vary
from conflict resolution, peace-buidling,
and advocacy etc.

The place is under a perpetual eye of se-
curity. There are many secret documents
and books to be found which contain in-
formation that only the staff of the in-
stitute know of.

- My deal with the institute was that I co-
uld use theirlibrary during their opening
hours, which was only around 2 hours a
day. I also got permission to talk to the
staff before, during, or after these ope-
ning hours. I had to undergo a security

check every day before entering and lea-.

ving the building, explains Aladeokin.

Consequences of the internship
Aladeokin speaks about rather positive
consequences of the visit to the highly

protected place.

- A whole lot of things have changed
since I have been to the US. I used to
think that in a way the US needs to
be in everybody's faces, interested in
everyone s issues. But during my visit, it
literally blew my mind getting to know
what America stands for. Also, my thesis
will change a lot thanks to this visit.

- I have a background in engeneering.
Staff of the institutete apparently saw
that people with different background
can contribute more because they come
in with different background experien-
ce. However, I also worked with the UN
for 3 years before I came to Tromsg, Ala-
deokin continues.

Maybe that is why the institute started
a process so that young people can come
and use their library and human resour-
ces in future.

ith the recent rash of rape cases in Norway,

many are asking questions as to why, how and

by who these attacks are being perpetrated.

Much media attention has been paid to the ethni-
city of the rapists, suggesting that Norwegian women are being
raped by foreigners of Arab or African descent. When a sensa-
tionalized issue like this begins circulating it can be hard to slow
down long enough to look at the big picture. How will Norway,
politically and socially, respond to the recent rise in rape cases
and attempts?

As an American I'm quite familiar with the topic of rape as well as
fear-based reporting in the media. While some rapes do happen
on deserted streets at night or in the early morning (as did one in
my hometown in the month of December) | hope that Norway will
remember that most rapes happen between intimate partners
and acquaintances, often in the context of alcohol consump-
tion. These are the rapes that are least likely to be reported, and
therefore, more media attention is paid to the gruesome story of
stranger rape happening in dark alleys.

As these cases develop | hope that Norwegians will pledge two
things: to suspend judgment and assumption until more facts
are gathered, and most importantly, to support survivors of
rape. As many have pointed out, not enough is known about the
recentrise in rape cases to begin making concrete conclusions.
To blame (dark-skinned) immigrant men after being provided
little (and possibly inaccurate) information will not prevent more
rapes from occurring, but will only further divisions between ra-
ces and classes. Ina country known for its kindness to refugees
and asylum seekers, jumping to conclusions will result in only
sad and increasingly upsetting consequences.

Maybe even more importantly, | hope that Norwegians will com-
mit to support rape survivors and their families in productive,
preventative ways. Support comes in multiple forms, such as
strict sentencing for rapists, commitment and training by local
police forces to actively combat the threat of rape, support
groups and counseling for rape survivors and their families,
awareness raising campaigns and rigorous analysis of rape
trends and patterns. Itis likely that Norway, as a progressive
and well-informed country, will pursue all of the above mentio-
ned avenues in seeking to prevent further rapes. However, it is
important that the last two examples are represented strongly
in this effort, as in many countries, including my own, they are
usually left behind while other tactics are highlighted.

Awareness raising campaigns open avenues for dialogue about
tough issues like rape and promote consciousness regarding
less reported types of sexual assault: acquaintance rape, marital
rape, and incest. These campaigns can give participants the
ability to work towards preventing rape and become involved as
advocates against sexual violence. Rape prevention campaigns
are organized and structured to include people in prevention
who would not otherwise have the opportunity or knowledge
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of how to do so. This is especially true

for men, who may not know how to show
their support of rape survivors without an
organized venue, but who all know what
itis like to be a son, a father, a brother, a
nephew, an uncle, a friend or a partnerto a
female he loves.

Another important aspect of consci-
ousness-raising is learning how not to
unintentionally shift the responsibility for
preventing rape on to potential victims. It
is important to for women to be empowe-
red and to stay safe, but when the focus
remains solely on what women must do to
keep themselves from being raped (e.g.
not walk at night, carry an alarm, not wear
revealing clothing) it takes the blame off
of the perpetrator. Women should not

be held responsible for preventing rape.
Society and communities, including in-
stitutional organizations, men, politicians
and legal systems should recognize their
role in the prevention of sexual assault
and work in conjunction with empowered
women to end it by all means necessary.
The poster featured with this article gives
a good example of how rape prevention
often becomes the responsibility of wo-
men who have been or could potentially
be victimized.

Norway has the ability to combat these

recent rapes in a pro-social, informed way. =

In-depth research and investigating, as
well as accurate reporting by the media is
necessary. Investigations into the recent
assaults, as well as under-reported rapes,
will give anti-rape campaigns the correct
information they need to address this
serious social issue, as well as provide
Norwegian citizens with an accurate and
balanced assessment of the facts. Rape is
everyone’s problem. How Norway choo-
ses to deal with rape prevention in their
country will affect all of their citizens, not
just rape survivors and perpetrators.

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s of 2012, more or less every-

body with an at least partially

functioning brain has under-

stood that the Bastard Bar has
come to become Troms¢’s best concert
venue. While last year was marked by a
seemingly endless strain of neck busting
gigs, the New Year’s cuvée, kick-started by
a merciless OKKULTOKRATI seem to hold
even higher hopes.

The gig, scheduled for the fourteenth of
January should in fact have featured the
mighty ARABROT as headliner. The latter,
having been nominated for a Spelleman
award in the Metal category chose instead
to attend the Oslo ceremony, leaving the
heading duties to the blackened freaks of
OKKULTOKRATI. Despite the obvious pity
to have ARABROT choosing a mainstream
TV event instead of a good old beer-smel-
ling concert, the Troms® gig gained as a
result an increased underground flavor
that undoubtedly boosted public and mu-
sicians alike.

Still the evening was kinda slow to get
started with. Even though the actual music
began more or less at the advertised time
(quite a rare feat within these walls) the at-
tendance was then rather scarce and the
opening act, our local JABBA THE BUTT
played for only thirty people or so. The
duo, composed of a drummer and a sin-
ger/bass player had, despite their straight-
forwardly awkward name, some interesting
ideas to showcase. Obviously inspired by
ARABROT, the two guys presented to the
audience a good swap of noise-rock co-
lored with unpredictable rhythm changes
and strange electronic sampling. While
still having some room for improving their
live-show, the band'’s retarded music was
something worth witnessing.

Quickly after, the BUTTS left the stage,
leaving it free for the Oslo-based DARK
TIMES to occupy it. The band, part of, just
as OKKULTOKRATI, the famed Black Hole
Crew had been specially handpicked by
the latter to open for them and showcase
the morbid vitality of their scene. The trio,
consisting of two girls and a male mana-
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ged to immediately draw the audience’s
attention to their fast and noisy punk rock.
Being essentially made off simple yet as-
sured riffing and dissonant melodies,
DARK TIMES’ music quickly heated the at-
mosphere up, their straightforward set en-
ding quickly after a short and frantic grind
song that left everybody with a wicked
smile on their face.

At this point, the Bastard was considerably
more stuffed than at the evening’s begin-
ning and all, tough guys and metalheads
alike, were in a standstill. Then They came
and, without any useless greetings, be-
gan playing. Even rawer on stage than
on Cd (or tape, or Vinyl for that matter),
OKKULTOKRATI's music toppled the cra-
zed audience, its metallic atmosphere
bringing along new definitions of hea-
viness. As the set progressed, the musical
violence grew more intense as hate-filled
hymns (“No Light For Mass”; “Tail of the
Snakewind”) struck the numbed senses of
the molested concert-goers.

Contrary to many a Bastard concert,
OKKULTOKRATFs show brought a clearly

negative, edgy atmosphere to the venue.
No smiles were to be seen on the musici-
ans’ rough faces, no useless talking was
uttered, no laugher released, nothing.

Multidimensional Post-Hardcore

You might have heard their name somewhere around
this fall when the band headed-up a Norwegian-wide
tour; the recently departed LIKE RATS FROM A SINKING
SHIP were indeed attracting attention after the release of
“We Get Along Like a House on Fire, their first Full-Length
album. Not having been able to attend their Tromso con-
cert, Utropia’s Cuiture department is now making up by
giving a posthumous chance to the band’s sole Long-Play
album.

The album, presented in a pastel-blue cover, is composed
of nine tracks. Keeping up with the hardcore/punk fas-
hion, the opener “From Russia with Crabs” as well as the
grindy “Honk if You're a Nihilist” run around for a minute
or so while the band’s jazz influences helps create some
more complex-sounding songs.

It is the case, for example, of “One Bird in the Hand” which
interestingly biends Jazzy rhythm with monochrome Hard-
core screams before morphing into a beautiful ethereal
horizon at the end of the song. Likewise, the masterful “Be-
neath a Plastic Sun”, with a running time of nine minutes
creates meditative -almost-ambient-like-at-times- beauti-
ful desolated landscapes.

The remaining songs mostly showcase immediate me-
lodic Hardcore influences. In some cases it does work
(“Lesson # 97, “Morkertid”) and in some cases not like in
the BLOOD-BROTHERS Sounding Mathcore song “Peace,
Love and Bankrupcy”.

Despite being at times erratic, “We get Along...” is a good
album that will please amateurs of rich-sounding Post-
Hardcore. It is a pity the band spilt so early on in the career
as they truly had some relevant music to propose. Give it
alisten.

Hidden Hardcore Treasure

If you weren’t some kind of punk in the early to mid-nine-
ties you might not know anything about LASH OUT. The
band, hailing from More og Romsdal was active between
1992 and 1999 and released only one Full length, "What
Absence Yields” in 1996 before fading into darkness. The
present CD, “The Judas Breed”, presents to the world the
lesser known face of LASH OUT in the form of their unre-
leased album from 1998 and a compilation of almost ali of
their Extended Plays, demos and Split albums.

The experience of listening to this florilegia of music can
be best compared with the opening of a stuffed treasure
chest. Indeed, LASH OUT’s music was far from the calibra-
ted music that is often found today. Mixing without hin-
drance their militant Hardcore with a darkened, metallic
sense of melody and songwriting, the band managed to
record many an immortal hymn.

Witnessing this assertion are songs like the insanely dyna-
mic “Holy Fire” with one of the best riffs of the whole compi-
lation, “Spineless” with its surprising acoustic introduction
or “Caress of Solitude” endowed with heart-stopping melo-
dies. The second part of “The Judas Breed” might not be as
refreshing as the first part, most notably because of the Th-
rashcore path the band decided to take but still manages
to amaze you, the almost Melodic Death Metal “Cubical”
alone witnessing it.

In conclusion, “The Judas Breed” might not be a comple-
tely flawless release but still remains an unavoidable one.
Anybody interested, even remotely in Hardcore and Post-
Hardcore MUST get a hold of it ASAP. Your servitor has
spoken.

Scremo Hopefuls first colorful strike

Everybody knows by now that in our beloved kingdom
of Norway, Punk and Hardcore bands are more than
legions and that this scene’s dynamism overshadows
even its ever-growing metal counterpart. Instrumental in
bringing many a mighty formation to the public eyes is the
label Fysisk Format who, as far as Utropia cultural depart-
ment knows, has never released any unworthy offering.

This welcomed trend will fortunately continue with one
of the label's 2011 cut, ARISTILLUS’ “Devoured Trees and
Crystal Skies”. The most recent band to have signed with
the Oslo labelfits perfectly indeed to the Norwegian scene
of today. Proposing a melodic yet energetic Screamo kind
of Hardcore, ARISTILLUS does not hesitate to spice their
music with consequent amounts of Pop elements as well.

This dichotomy between the band’s very melodic and at
times melancholic pop sensibility and their punchy, fast
approach to song writing makes up the spine of ARISTIL-
LUS music. While some songs are downright simple with
rather classic pop/rock structures (“Colour the Hope”,
“Exit. Evolve”) others are much more far-reaching (the ae-
rial “Incomparable Tree”) especially when the keyboard
enters the game (“Bury the City Lights”).

Still, some songs comply sometimes too much with their
Pop simplicity by proposing rather average chord pro-
gression like on the melodic “Thu this Plague”. Another
criticism one could make is that the songs are maybe a
bit too similar, making use of the same kinds of gimmicks
over and over (melodic arpeggios, harsh vocals alterna-
ting with clear ones, etc...).

For a first album, “Devoured Trees and Crystal Skies” is
quite an achievement and definitely holds the promises of
greater things to come. If the band gets a bit crazier and
experimental it may become a solid asset to the Norwe-
gian scene. Keep watching for something new, and in the
meanwhile, Thumbs up for them.

Ok, so for those who missed the train,
SARKE is a relatively new band staring
relatively ancient guys. As a starting
point, SARKE was conceived as the solo
project of Thomas Berglie, who, known in
the Black metal scene as “Sarke”, has been
involved in a couple of bands over the past
two decades. Having managed to invite
the equally (if not more) ancient Nocturno
Culto (whom I'll not make the affront to pre-
sent furthermore) to sing for his first album,
Sarke decided to reiterate once again but
this time with a full line-up essentially com-
posed of session musicians hailing from
more established bands.

So, when the project was first given press
attention, both Sarke and Nocturno Culto
described SARKE’s music as some kind
of Old-school Thrashy Black metal, some
kind of recreational project for the two
wary Black metal musicians.

Still, by listening to “Oldarhian” your per-
plexed servitor could hardly find any Black
or Thrash elements to feast upon. Quite
frankly, SARKE’s second opus cannot even
qualify for the “Extreme Metal” sticky tag.
Sure, the whole thing is old-school but also
so primitive it actually loses most of its po-
wer. While most of the songs present here
are slow and vaguely doom-oriented, the
fast ones tend to sound more like a strip-
ped up mix between rather poor sounding
heavy metal chord progression and tired-
out punk.

Despite the presence of pretty good (or
“not so bad” should | rather say) songs
like the closing pair “Burning of the Mono-
liths” and “The Stranger Brew”, “Oldarhian”
hardly communicates any energy at all, the
disgustingly clear production only confir-
ming this tiresome feeling thatitis, allin all,
a pretty disappointing album.

P.S: Craving for real, neck breaking hellbla-
zing Thrashing Black metal? Try out “Ma-
ras” from the Lithuanian horde DISSIMULA-
TION, you won't be disappointed.

British Metalheads enter the batt-
lefield

When you are a journalist (or a wannabe
journalist like your servitor) one impor-
tant thing is to be able to seek out po-
tential opportunities, being at the right
moment at the right time in order to grasp
the precious material that might ultimately
make up an informative and useful article.

Clearly influenced by AMON AMARTH the
band showcases on this demo four songs
filled with riffs, solos and melodic lines
supporting a declaiming yet deep voice
that's not unlike Johan Hegg’s flavored
with a British twist. The songs are very well
structured and almost technical at times
with every instrument equally claiming its
lion’s share.

Despite the songs quality, some riffs ap-
pear a bit duller than others and the epic
feeling HAERKEN surely wants to craft is
not always present. However, “One to De-
fend...” with its solid choruses together
with the bright melodies of “Torquilstone”
are alone worth checking out. May the
band dig this melodic and straightforward
mine, HAERKEN's first album might come
as a good surprise for many a metalhead.

OK, here we have one more Indie Recor-
dings release; called “Burn in Beautiful
Fire” by INSENSE... You'll be forgiven if
you haven't heard of the band before con-
sidering that this album, being the band’s
fourth, is the first one to be released on the
now unavoidable Norwegian metal label.
As usual with Indie Rec, one cannot expect
crushing underground fury or obscure
murky atmospheres to be found on this CD.
“Burn in Beautiful fire” indeed feels like an
awkward combination of everything main-
stream the Heavy metal world has spaw-
ned in the past decade.

Over a solid base of groovy-jumpy Metal-
core, you'll find INSENSE showcasing here
leanings towards typically Deathcore typed
moshing (“Perversion”), Melodic Death
metal (more or less everywhere), Hardcore
groove (“Burn in Beautiful Fire”) and even
some vocal similarities with Post-Grunge
and Neo-Metal for most of the clear vocal
lines.

Unfortunately, most of the time this radio-
friendly mixture does not hold so well, and
can even annoy at times (the “violent” “Not-
hing to Live For”). Still, the band’s music
holds interesting elements that sometimes
can surface from the erratic ocean they are
submerged in.

The lead guitar for example very often ta-
kes an aerial or melancholic direction that
sometimes clash with less focused songs
(“Envy the Dead”) but for the most create
intriguing, rich, Post-Core like atmosphe-
res (“High on Rejection” with dynamic
rhythm guitars; “Alone in a Crowd”).

To Sum up, “Burn in Beautiful Fire” is a
rather erratic mainstream metal album that
manages, at times, to agreeably surprise
you. It does not hurt trying it out.

Psyched-out Pandemonium

I guess that by now, everybody meande-
ring somewhere inside the Metal subcul-
ture has heard of MASTODON so ['ll cut
the introduction short. MASTODON is an
American metal band who, during the last
decade released the acclaimed “Leviat-
han” and “Crack the Skies”. In fact, the latter
received so much praise that the release of
the follow-up, soberly baptized “The Hun-
ter” was more than eagerly awaited by sco-
res of hairy people all around the world.

While starting as some kind of a groovy po-
wer/hardcore outfit (“Leviathan”), the band
progressively cut out their hardcore (and
post-hardcore) roots until the release of
“Crack the Skies” that beautifully leaned to-
wards an ambitious albeit accessible Pro-
gressive Metal. On “The Hunter”, MASTO-
DON, consciously or not, weeds-out most
of their Metallic influences to create some
kind of a psyched-out stony hard-rock that
is rather unlike most of the band’s previous
productions.

Listening to “The Hunter” is like entering a
maze on a warm spring night while being
blindfolded. Endless guitar riffing fuzzing
all around you, towering choirs haunting
you, creepy keyboards lines popping out
like gin-traps...For most of the album, the
sensory overload is never far away, that is
actually what makes it so intriguing, one
must repeatedly come back to it to be able
to explore all of its fiery landscapes.

Surely, “The Hunter” represents an impor-
tant milestone in MASTODON's history.
While not being as beautiful as its prede-
cessor or as frenzied as “Blood Mountain”,
“The Hunter” is a classy album that offers
plenty of relevant music for those obedient
enough to give it a go; a mandatory listen.

cellent and professionally
made and listening to some good OI' LP as
background music while biting only betters
the experience.

However, the core of the BACKBEAT
experience is definitely the Vinyls.
May they be hanging on the walls as
bright trophies of an ancient musical
safari, or patiently laying in the shel-
ves foryou to pick them up, their mere
presence create an atmosphere akin
to the one you get when entering a
museum or a library: effervescence.

The shop is basically divided into
three parts; next to the cash register
lay the singles, both old and new,
famed and forgotten.

Likevel ma
mange smaskala fiskere arbeide under for-
hold som verken er trygge eller sikre. Milli-
oner av dem er fattige, og ofte er de sosialt
og politisk marginalisert. Makro-gkono-
miske og institusjonelle mekanismer er
avgjerende for a lese disse fattigdoms og
sarbarhetsproblemer, men intervensjoner
pa lokalsamfunnsniva er ogsa nedvendig.

It may not have Vinnie Jones, but the se-
cond instalment of what looks set to be the
start of along-running successful franchise
still has the feel, flavour and frenetic high-
speed photography that is the trademark
of the “Guy” in the director’s chair.

Despite these shortcomings, Ritchie pro-
ves himself capable of adapting Holmes
for the big screen, staying more or less fait-
hful to the books and showing a great love
for the character that its creator never had.
And did | mention he got Stephen Fry to
play Mycroft! In the end, we now know his
methods and can expect many more great
sequels to come.

It's been a long time coming, but the fourth
film has the franchise starting to resemble
the original show. You know, the one cent-
ring around a team. A definite change for
the better from Mission Impossible hum-
bers one and two, which were just as their
euphemisms suggest: piss-poor and a
load of cr*p, respectively.

A quick look-back to show what | mean:
The first film revealed that Tom Cruise has
a huge ego and fancied himself a one-man
He-man army. In fact, he was more a cross
between Wee-man and Mola Rom- rip-
ping the still-beating heart out of the TV
show and tossing the screaming shell of a
small-screen gem into the fiery lava pit of
his Napoleon Complex.

However, at long last, Ghost Protocol sees
the shorter half of Tomkat forced to work
with a group of equals. While Tom still tri-
es to steal the limelight with his own mini
one-man missions peppered throughout
the plot, the overall story finds a team (with
some semblance of individual back-stori-
es) working together to stop a madman’s
quest for global, nuclear Armageddon.

Yep, that’s it, right from
Hayao Miyazaki’s studio, the one that pro-
duced stuff like “Spirited Away”, “Porco
Rosso” or “The Cat's Return” among (many)
others. Their brand new movie, “The Secret
World of Arrietty”, released in Norway in
late December introduces Hiromasa Yone-
bayashi to the post of director. The man is
all but a newcomer though as he worked
as an animator for movies such as “Mono-
noke” and “Howl’s Moving Castle”. As one
can expect, “Arriety” is therefore clearly in
touch with the classic Ghibli’s touch.

“The Secret World of Arrietty” tells the sto-
ry of a family of small folk living in an old
house lost in the countryside. The creatu-
res, known as “borrowers” living by “borro-
wing” food and other wares from the unwa-
ry humans must face the disruptive coming
of a young human child who, stricken by
sickness, will eventually discover the truth
behind the small-folk existence.

Despite a rather simple plot, partly due to
the overall meditative feeling oozing from
the contemplative lengths of most of the
scenes, “Arietty’s....” never falls into chil-
dish territory and always offers something
to feast upon. The downturn of this typi-
cally Japanese sense of restraint, namely a
certain lack of action is, on the other hand,
not as damaging as couid be and is bring
an overall peaceful feeling to most of the
scenes.

Far from the action ridden atmosphere-
lacking 3D blockbusters of today, “The
Secret World of Arrietty” brings a sense of
relief to both kiddies and grown-ups and
should totally be given a chance.

Tom-
boy, a French movie about a 10-year old girl
that takes one a new identity after moving
to a new place has been praised by many
critics. You will also be able to see German,
Lithuanian, Thai and Argentinian movies,
not to mention a documentary about one
of the most famous chefs whose specialty
is sushi - Jiro Ono.

For anyone that is interested in the events
surrounding the Arab Spring and how

people from different countries where the
uprisings took place saw it TIFF has prepa-
red | Spenn: Den Arabiske Verden that en-
compasses movies that show these events
from various subjective perspectives as
well as other films from the region.

Last but not least, for those that arent
afraid to be shocked, surprised and above
all amused there is Overdrive. This section
encompasses movies raging from Bolly-
wood to Japanese samurai cinema, but
all share the same quality of being over
the top. It's these kinds of movies that you
wouldn't probably watch if they were on
TV. This is when the magic of the cinema
sets in —in a theater they get a new life and
usually leave you highly entertained and in
a great mood.
